The
underlayment is also not overlapped in a manner consistent with best practices even for roofs with 2:12 to 4:12 pitch.
Uneven sheathing has also allowed an h-clip to penetrate the material.

It's also recommended to ensure the underlayment is properly installed at the roof over the front dormer window which
also has less than a 2:12 pitch. Peel and stick should also be installed at the valleys per manufactures instructions. No
access to these areas due to rain and slippery surfaces. Max-Felt 15 was present at the 7:12 pitch roof area.

These conditions may allow for moisture intrusion and/or warranty claim denial in the event a claim may be necessary.
